proposal from study groups 4 and 9 (january 1997) to the radiocommunication advisory group


determination of coordination area for earth stations in the fixed-satellite service operating with non-geostationary �satellites in the frequency bands shared with �the fixed service


1	Introduction


The 1995 Radiocommunication Assembly did not adopt any ITU-R Question dealing with the determination of coordination area for earth stations in the fixed-satellite service operating with non-geostationary satellites and sharing the same frequency bands with the fixed service. Therefore, currently there is no official ITU-R study in this area going on within the ITU-R.


However, due to the rapid progress of technology, it has become urgent to develop a new methodology for determining this kind of coordination area. In order to speed up the work, Study Groups 4 and 9 jointly request the Radiocommunication Advisory Group to consider the proposal described below.


2	Current status


2.1	The 1995 Radiocommunication Assembly assigned the maintenance of Recommendations ITU-R IS.847 and IS.849 to Study Group 1, but, since no Study Group 1 Question was adopted for improving these Recommendations (which are related to the determination of coordination area for earth stations operating with non-GSO satellites), there is no official work under way within Study Group 1 to improve the said Recommendations.


2.2	CPM-96 identified Working Party 1A as the lead group for preparing a CPM input on the WRC-97 agenda item 1.3, which reads as follows:


"1.3	review of Appendix 28 (S7) to the Radio Regulations, taking into account Resolution 60, Resolution 712 (Rev.WRC-95) and Recommendation 711."


Working Party 1A is carrying out this work, but no additional work is foreseen after reporting to the CPM-97, because this work is solely for the purpose of the WRC-97.

One interpretation of Resolution ITU-R 1 may be that Study Groups can undertake revisions of existing Recommendations without explicitly assigned Questions. This concept is generally acceptable, but in certain exceptional cases, such as determination of coordination area, the revision work should be undertaken under an explicitly stated Question. Otherwise, participation from service Study Groups will be difficult.


2.3	The 1995 Radiocommunication Assembly assigned Questions 219/4 and 237/4 to Study Group 4, and Questions 201/9 and 206/9 to Study Group 9. All of these Questions deal with frequency sharing between the fixed service and the fixed-satellite service employing non-GSO satellites (non-GSO FSS and non-GSO MSS feeder links). Under a general framework of these Questions, Working Party 4-9S, at its January 1997 meeting, prepared the following text as a preliminary draft new Recommendation (PDNR):


Document 4-9S/TEMP/29: Determination of coordination area for earth stations operating with non-geostationary space stations in the fixed-satellite service in bands shared with the fixed service.


Working Party 4-9S plans to continue the study on this PDNR in the next study period with an aim to upgrade it into a draft new Recommendation.


In order to focus on the above objective, Study Groups 4 and 9 have submitted the two draft new Questions (one to be assigned to Study Group 4 and another to Study Group 9) (see the attached texts).


They are intended for submission to the Assembly after review by the RAG.


3	Options for future study


Anticipating that the 1997 Radiocommunication Assembly will approve the above draft new Questions, the Assembly may wish to assign it either to Study Group 1 or to Study Groups 4 and 9. The latter approach seems appropriate for the following reasons:


–	the current study areas mainly concern the fixed service and the fixed-satellite service; it is most efficient that a group (Working Party 4-9S) with expertise will carry out the work;


–	if assigned to Study Group 1, it will mean that simply a subgroup of Working Party 4-9S will be transferred to Study Group 1, thus degrading the overall efficiency;


–	Working Party 4-9S has been dealing with inter-service (fixed service and fixed-satellite service) sharing issues for Study Groups 4 and 9. There is no reason to transfer a work which can be handled by a single group to Study Group 1.


In conclusion, the RAG is requested to endorse the assignment of the said Questions to Study Group 4 and Study Group 9.


4	Options for treatment of Recommendations ITU-R IS.847 and IS.849


Through the study described in 2.3 above, Working Party 4-9S recognizes that Recommendations ITU-R IS.847 and IS.849 are to some extent related to the PDNR now being developed by Working Party 4-9S.

There are the following two options to handle the matters related to these two Recommendations:


Option 1:	Recommendations ITU-R IS.847 and IS.849 (which deal with various services other than FS and FSS) will be assigned to Study Groups 4 and 9. Study Groups 4 and 9 should adopt the draft revisions only after obtaining the agreement of the concerned Study Groups.


Option 2:	Study Group 1 will continue to maintain the two Recommendations. Study Groups 4 and 9 will send to Study Group 1 any elements for revision of the two Recommendations. In this case, some measures should be undertaken to ensure consistency between the two Recommendations and those which might be developed by Study Groups 4 and 9 on the closely related issue.


5	Conclusion


5.1	The RAG is requested to endorse the assignment of the draft new Questions on coordination area to Study Group 4 and Study Group 9.


5.2	The RAG is requested to identify the responsible Study Group for future maintenance of Recommendations ITU-R IS.847 and IS.849.
