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Terminology for the "Wireless local loop"





It has been noted that a number of terms are in use by the Study Groups for radio services and systems which are at least similar and may be identical. For example the following terms are in use, and there may be others not listed here: 


–	wireless local loop;


–	radio local loop;


–	radio fixed access;


–	point-to-multipoint;


–	high density fixed services;


–	etc.


This usage will lead to confusion and to lack of coordination between the studies being undertaken in various Study Groups.


It is proposed that an ad hoc Group should be established, coordinated by a representative of the CCV and including Rapporteurs from Study Groups 8 and 9.


This ad hoc Group should report to the Radiocommunication Assembly and should:


–	define the differences between the various applications;


–	identify where different usage in fact refers to the same kind of system;


–	propose terminology to be used in future.


Dependent on the outcome of this assessment, the future revision of Recommendations should subsequently be brought into line with the agreed terminology. 
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
