ITU-R Sector estimated resource requirements for the period 1998-1999

1.	General

The draft ITU-R input to the 1998-1999 draft ITU biennial budget has been prepared based on the assumption that the overall workload for main activities would be comparable to that of the 1996-1997 biennial period. The additional workload for the Radiocommunication Bureau which may result from the WRC-97 is only partly included in these requirements.

2.	Workload estimations

The 1998-1999 ITU-R workload forecast is based on the following assumptions:

The World Radiocommunication Conference in 1999 will last 4 weeks and will be associated with a Radiocommunication Assembly of 5 working days.

Three regional seminars and 1 BR regular seminar in Geneva will be organized in 1998 as well as 4 regional seminars in 1999.

Based on the agenda for WRC-97, it is expected that the Radiocommunication Bureau will be charged with some intersessional work in the context of AP30/30A, Resolution 46, AP16/25 and perhaps HFBC. A separate document with details on the possible additional post-conference workload and the related additional resources required, will be submitted to the RAG and subsequently presented to the 1997 session of the Council.

In 1998, the Radio Regulations Board will hold four meetings, lasting 5 working days each. In 1999, there will be three meetings also lasting 5 working days each and one meeting of 2 working days prior to WRC-99. According to Article 10 of the Convention (CV 141), the members of the Board shall participate in both radiocommunication conferences and radiocommunication assemblies. The cost of this participation will be covered by the respective conference and assembly budgets. Similarly, the Chairman and the Vice-Chairman of the RRB will participate in the Plenipotentiary Conference and the related costs will be covered by that budget. The budget proposed for the RRB is based on the expenditures during the 1996-97 period when the interpretation services could be greatly reduced. Depending on the needs expressed by the members of the Radio Regulations Board, elected by the Plenipotentiary Conference in 1998, the cost of interpretation services might need to be modified.

The Radiocommunication Advisory Group will meet once a year, during 5 working days, including a joint RAG/TSAG meeting, as appropriate.

About 450 meeting days will be available for Working Parties and Task Groups as well as 25 meeting days of Study Groups with interpretation services. These will be distributed among Study Groups in accordance with the work programme resulting from decisions of RA-97 and WRC-97. The Director in consultation with the ITU-R Study Group Chairmen and Vice-Chairmen will decide on an appropriate distribution among the Study Groups.

The main CPM meeting is scheduled for spring 1999 for a duration of 2 weeks. A three day preparatory meeting of the CPM to organize the work for 2000/2001 will be arranged immediately after WRC-99 in association with a meeting of ITU-R Study Group Chairmen and Vice-Chairmen.

Subject to a decision of the 1997 Radiocommunication Assembly to continue the Special Committee on Regulatory/Procedural Matters, the latter would meet once a year for an average of 4 days.

The Study Group Chairmen and Vice-Chairmen would meet in Autumn 1998, for two days and in 1999 after WRC-99 in association with the CPM, as mentioned above. 

As in previous budgets, in the 1998/1999 ITU-R biennial budget, approximately 90% of the ITU-R expenditures are on staff.

3.	Draft evaluation of costs by section and categories

On the basis of the above workload assumptions as well as decisions to be taken by the 1997 session of the Council, the foreseen overall distribution of the ITU-R budget is given in Table 1.
