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approval of questions and recommendations taking account of the provisions of resolution [com5/12] (minneapolis, 1998)


Resolution [COM5/12] (Minneapolis, 1998) makes provision for an alternative procedure for the approval of Questions and Recommendations by Member States and Sector Members to be developed in each Sector. The purpose of this alternative procedure is to enhance the rights and obligations of Sector Members, and to simplify the approval process, but it is not to be used for matters which have policy or regulatory implications.


Most of the Recommendations developed in the Radiocommunication Sector may have direct or indirect relevance to either the current or future revisions of the Radio Regulations. However in a few cases it may be possible to identify Questions which are extremely unlikely to have such relevance, for example where a Question relates to the preparation of a Handbook, or on subjects such as the operation of monitoring stations, etc.


In respect of Questions, a few Questions are approved by correspondence in the interval between Assemblies, but the interval between assemblies of only about two and a half years is sufficiently frequent that most Questions and revisions of Questions may be satisfactorily considered at Assemblies. Thus no action is proposed as regards Questions.


In respect of Recommendations, it may be appropriate to allow the option of Definitive Approval by a Study Group, by the procedures of Resolution ITU-R 1-2, Section 10.2, but only for Recommendations resulting from Questions which have been specifically identified by a Radiocommunication Assembly. To meet this requirement the following revisions are proposed:


Resolution ITU-R 5-2


Insert further resolves [4bis]:


[4bis]		The Radiocommunication Assembly may identify specific Questions, so that resulting Recommendations may be approved by the provisions of Resolution ITU-R 1, Section [10.1.2bis]. Such Questions may be selected from those which have no policy or regulatory implications.


Resolution ITU-R 1-2


Insert Part III, Section [10.1.2bis]:


[10.1.2bis]	Where a question has been specifically identified by a Radiocommunication Assembly in accordance with the provision in Resolution ITU-R 5 Section [4bis], adoption of a resulting Recommendation by a Study Group in accordance with the procedures of Section 10.2 will constitute final approval of that Recommendation. Recommendations approved in this way will have the same status as those approved by the procedures of Section 10.3.
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
