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1.	Introduction





In the SC-4 Rapporteur Report Doc. SC97-2/1 implementation of Resolution 18 Recommendations and proposals are discussed.  Section 1.4.2 (Identification of Consequential Changes to Radio Regulations) of the Report states:





“Many of the specific proposals described above would require, in order to be implemented, amendments to the Radio Regulations.  Other proposals could be implemented by means of a Resolution of the WRC.  The advantage of the latter approach is that the date of implementation would be sooner, as Resolutions may be effective as from the date of their adoption.”


This contribution to the SCRPM provides an outline of a draft Resolution at Annex 1 as a starting point for discussion, and it is proposed that this should be developed by the SCRPM into a final draft for inclusion in its report to the BR Director.





2.  Proposed Handling of Financial Deposits





Australia has proposed in Document SC97-2/xx a modification to the suggested way forward, which would enable financial deposits to be introduced, if necessary by WRC-99.





This would enable the procedural due diligence approach to be considered by WRC-97 for adoption together with annual registration fees, and would enable experience to be gained so that WRC-99 could assess the effectiveness of these measures, and whether the adoption of financial deposits will be necessary.  However, unless the necessary regulatory measures for the introduction of deposits are prepared before WRC-99, there would be a further delay before they could become effective.





In order to avoid any such delay the text of the draft Resolution has been designed to ensure that the mechanism to introduce financial deposits would be prepared but its implementation would be deferred pending experience in the application of procedural due diligence, filing fees and annual registration fees, on the basis that if the situation does not indicate sufficient improvement by WRC-99, then the financial deposit approach should be considered at 


WRC-99 for adoption.

IMPLEMENTATION OF CHANGES TO THE ITU’S FREQUENCY COORDINATION AND PLANNING FRAMEWORK FOR satellite NETWORKS


The World Radiocommunication Conference (Geneva, 1997),





considering





a)	that Resolution 18 of the Plenipotentiary Conference 1994 instructed the Director of the Radiocommunication Bureau to initiate a review of some important issues concerning international satellite network coordination;





b)	that Resolution 18 identified as some of the issues:


	- linkages between ITU procedures and commitments to take up notified frequencies 	  and orbital positions:


	- the ongoing need for the ITU’s frequency coordination and planning framework for s	  satellite networks to continue to be relevant to rapidly advancing technological 


	  possibilities in order, for example, to facilitate the establishment of multiservice 


	  satellite systems;





c)	that Resolution 18 specified the objectives as:


	- ensuring equitable access to the radio-frequency spectrum and the geostationary


	  satellite orbit, and the efficient establishment and development of satellite 


	  networks;


	- ensuring that international coordination procedures meet the needs of all


	  administrations in establishing their satellite networks, while at the same time


	  safeguarding the interests of other radio services;


	- examine technological advances in relation to the allotment plans with the aim of


	  determining whether they foster the flexible and efficient use of the of the


	  radio-frequency spectrum and the geostationary satellite orbit;





d)	that the review has been completed following identification of the major issues by the Radiocommunication Advisory Group, extensive ITU-R studies and contributions from 


ITU-R Study Groups and the Special Committee on Regulatory/Procedural Matters, from the Radio Regulations Board, and from worldwide consultation through three Regional Fora;





e)	that the Director of the Radiocommunication Bureau provided a comprehensive Report to WRC-97 including a number of Recommendations for immediate action, and identifying areas requiring further study,


 noting





1.	that this Conference has implemented some of the Recommendations by making a number of changes to the Radio Regulations which will enter into force on [   ] and that some of these should be effective from the close of this Conference;�
2	that changes to the Radio Regulations introduce procedural due diligence measures for new satellite filings which also apply to any satellite network being coordinated or coordinated at 21 November 1997, as well as to satellite networks notified or recorded in the MIFR but not yet brought into use;





3.	that the ITU Council Working Group, ITU 2000, is considering, inter alia, the introduction of fees for processing of satellite filings and annual registration fees for satellite filings, but that the issue of whether financial deposits for satellite filings should be introduced has been considered by this Conference;





4.	that the ITU-R Study Groups have developed Recommendations which will lead to more efficient use of the orbit and spectrum resources, and will assist the coordination of satellite networks, and that further studies are required,





considering further





a)	that experience needs to be gained in the application of the due diligence measures adopted by this Conference, and the need for review by WRC-99;





b)	that financial deposits for satellite filings should be considered for adoption by WRC-99, if experience with due diligence measures does not produce satisfactory results;





c)	that the Radiocommunication Bureau requires the personnel and system resources necessary to process satellite filings within the time frames specified in the Radio Regulations in order to support the efficient establishment and development of satellite networks,





resolves





1	that after 21 November 1997 the provisions in Articles [  ] relating to the advance publication procedure, the regulatory linkage to the in-service date, the period between the commencement of coordination and the date of bringing into use, extensions to that period, inclusion of alternative orbit locations in a filing, and conditions for transfer from one administration to another, shall apply;





2	that after 21 November 1997 satellite filings submitted to the BR shall comply with the due diligence requirements included in Article [  ];





3	that before 31 March 1998 administrations shall comply with the due diligence requirements included in Article [  ] in relation to any satellite network being coordinated or coordinated at 21 November 1997, as well as to satellite networks notified or recorded in the MIFR but not yet brought into use;





4	that, in case the introduction of financial deposits for satellite filings is found to be necessary by WRC-99, the required regulatory framework and schedule of charges should be fully developed before WRC-99,�
further resolves





1	to request the ITU-R to study, as a matter of urgency, possible improvements to coordination concepts such as identification of a coordination arc, and the reduction of  the number of coordinations required by re-defining the trigger for coordination., and means of obtaining further improvements in the efficient use of spectrum and orbit resources;





2	to instruct the Director of the Radiocommunication Bureau to ensure, in consultation with the Chairmen of study groups, committees and meetings, that the results of these studies are available in due time for consideration by WRC-99;





3	to recommend that WRC-99 review the results of the above studies and take appropriate action;





4	to urge administrations to cooperate fully in the implementation of the filing and coordination procedure in order to benefit from more efficient use of spectrum and orbit resources,





instructs the Radiocommunication Bureau





1	to return any Appendix S4 information received from administrations after 21 November 1997 which does not comply with resolves 1 and 2;





2	to return Appendix 3/Appendix S4 information for satellite networks being coordinated or coordinated at 21 November 1997, as well as satellite networks notified or recorded in the MIFR but not yet brought into use, to administrations which do not comply with resolves 3,





requests





1	that the Secretary General bring this Resolution to the attention of the Plenipotentiary Conference 1998 so that any necessary amendments may be made in 1998 to the Convention and Constitution to provide for the possible adoption by WRC-99 of satellite filing deposits;





2	that Council should develop the necessary changes to the Financial Regulations to provide for the possible adoption of financial deposits for satellite filings by WRC-99,





recommends





that the necessary resources should be acquired by the Radiocommunication Bureau to support the processing of satellite filings within the time frames specified in the Radio Regulations in order to support the efficient establishment and development of satellite networks.
