Subject:	Second meeting of Task Group 10/6 on digital sound broadcasting at frequencies below 30 MHz


Introduction


Task Group 10/6, at its first meeting (Geneva, 15-17 September 1999), decided to convene a second meeting from 25 to 27 January 2000.

The second meeting of Task Group 10/6 will take place at the ITU Headquarters, Geneva, from 25 to 27 January 2000. Such an evaluation should result in the preparation of a suitable Recommendation in response to Question ITU-R 217-1/10 to be sent to Study Group 10 for adoption. Task Group 10/6 will conduct its work in English.
