ANNEX 4�(English only)





The City of Ottawa


Ottawa and the National Capital Region is a place of natural beauty surrounded by green space, including the forest and hills of the 356 sq km Gatineau Park. The region is intersected by three rivers (the Ottawa, Rideau and Gatineau) as well as the scenic Rideau Canal. Ottawa possesses all of the amenities of a large city but is built on a human scale. It is a culturally diverse, cosmopolitan city that is clean and safe.


Major attractions (for tourists and non-tourists alike) include Parliament Hill, National War Memorial, National Arts Centre, Byward Market, Rideau Centre, Major’s Hill Park, National Gallery, Museum of Civilization and Museum of Nature, all within walking distance from the meetings’ location.


Most overseas visitors will be arriving in Canada via another gateway city (e.g., Montreal, Toronto, etc.) before continuing to Ottawa. The Ottawa International Airport (Macdonald-Cartier) is located approximately 16 km south of the city centre. Taxi fare from the airport to downtown hotels is approximately $CDN 20. An airport-Downtown Hotel shuttle bus operates throughout the day at a fixed fare of $CDN 9 (one-way) or $CDN 14 (return).
