GUIDANCE FROM THE CHAIRMAN OF WORKING PARTY 4B





The next meeting of Working Party 4B will be held starting 5 March 1998. At this time I am soliciting contributions to this meeting and I hope that my remarks will aid in accomplishing this. Before discussing the specific issues that will be dealt with at this meeting, I will mention some general considerations.

Contributions are encouraged for the upcoming meeting in March but they should be received by the ITU-R Secretariat at least seven working days before the start of the meeting, that is by 24 February 1998. The secretariat cannot guarantee that documents received after this date can be made available for the opening of the meeting. ITU-R Resolution 1 provides that contributions which are not available to participants at the opening of the meeting shall not be considered.�I encourage members to submit their contributions as early as possible and before the above mentioned date so that I am not placed in the embarrassing position of having to reject late contributions. If possible, please bring a copy of any contributions on appropriate magnetic media.

We will have five working days in which to complete our work. Overlapping our meeting will be meetings of Working Party 4A and a new Joint Task Group 4-9-11. Given the density of the meetings, it will be necessary for us to be very efficient in our working methods.

Our primary objective for this meeting will be the completion of Recommendations on the application of the Asynchronous Transfer Mode (ATM) to the Fixed Satellite Service. Based on the Special Rapporteur’s Group Meeting that was held in Philadelphia in September, I am sure that at least one, and hopefully two, Recommendations will be ready for submission to Study Group 4 by the end of our meeting.

I expect that we will split the work among at least three drafting groups. We will consider the following topics:

1.	ATM Performance  and Availability

2.	Ka-Band Performance

3.	Satellite Systems and Earth Station Maintenance 

4.	New Questions.

As usual, I urge you to submit your contributions as early as possible and I look forward to again working together in March.
