Introduction

The fifteenth meeting of Task Group 8/1 was foreseen in the calendar of meetings contained in Administrative Circular CA/50 dated 16 January 1997.

3	Accommodation



The Hotel de France is ideally located within ten minutes walk of Jersey’s capital, St. Helier, and it provides a wide range of business and leisure facilities. The hotel has an outdoor pool and a large heated Roman-style indoor pool and whirlpool. 4	Transportation

5	Climate



November in Jersey can be windy and rainy, with temperature during the day around 10 Centigrade or 50 Fahrenheit, and a few degrees colder during the night.  Warm clothing is recommended!



6	Tipping



Tips, gratuities and service charges are not always added to the bill in Jersey.  An adequate tip on most services is 10 per cent of your final charge.  Waiters, waitresses, bartenders, barbers, hairdressers and taxi drivers should all be tipped.  Porters, bellhops and doormen at hotels, airports and rail stations are usually tipped £1 per piece of luggage. 



7	Currency



The Channel Islands have their own currency but UK currency is freely accepted in the Island.  Other currencies can be changed at a bank.  The main clearing banks are normally open Monday-Friday; some are open Saturday mornings.  All major credit and debit cards are widely accepted.



8	Electricity



In Jersey, electricity is supplied at 240 volts.  UK 3-pin sockets are in use so some personal appliances (personal computers, electric razors, hair dryers, etc.) may require an electrical adapter.



9	Facts about Jersey



Size: Jersey is the largest and most southerly of the Channel Islands.  It is set in the Bay of St. Malo only 14 miles from the coast of France and 100 miles south of mainland Britain.  It measures just �45 square miles (9 miles x 5 miles) with over 350 miles of roads and lanes. The Island has its own government, the States of Jersey, and is loyal to the British crown, but is not part of the United Kingdom or the European Community.



Population: The total population of Jersey is 85,150. 



Attractions and Interests



Jersey is packed with historic sites, fascinating museums and world-class attractions.  St. Helier’s paved shopping streets and lanes, and the craft shops around the Island create a pleasant and relaxed atmosphere for browsing and buying.  Jersey has low duties and is VAT free so there are savings to be found on many goods.  Among the most famous of Jersey’s features are:



Elizabeth Castle and The Hermitage, built on a rocky islet in the 1590’s, the Castle was named after Queen Elizabeth I by Sir Walter Raleigh whilst he was governor of Jersey.

Mont Orgueil Castle, a medieval stronghold which dominates the east coast and protected the Islanders from the time of King John in the early 13th century.

Jersey Zoo, the world-renowned sanctuary and breeding centre founded by Gerald Durrell.

Micro World Exhibition, an exhibition of micro miniatures by Manuel Ussa of Spain.  See and hear the smallest violin in the world, certified by the Guinness Book of Records and Tower Bridge in the eye of a needle.

Jersey Museum, opened in 1992, and already the winner of two major national awards, which uses modern technology and dramatic displays to tell the story of Jersey, its traditions and its industries.	

 

Jersey is well known as a good food Island – not only for its fresh seafood and local produce, but also for its wide choice of good restaurants, bistros, cafes and pubs.
