2.1	5.3 Change of connection type after call set-up


Error: The first sentence incorrectly references "simultaneous" call set up, instead of "demand" call set up.


Correction: In the first sentence replace "simultaneous" with "demand".


Error: The statement "The procedure to support changes of the connection types is for further study" is inappropriate, since the protocols in Annexes A and B do not support the change of connection type.


Correction: Add: In an implementation using either Annex A or B, the change of connection type cannot be indicated to the DCME. Therefore the "request for 64 kbit/s" sent at the beginning of the call from the ISC towards the DCME will not be changed until the call is released. This aligns the current signalling capability defined in Annexes A and B with Multi-Use Bearer Service.


Delete: "The procedure to support such changes of the connection type is for further study."


2.2	Annex B, B.1 General


Error: The information in this section apparently was taken unchanged from a previous contribution when Annex B was generated. However, the signalling interface in Annex B is not intended for the exclusive use to connect "Deutsche Bundespost exchanges to the TAT-8 cable", but rather is for universal use.


Correction: Delete the first and second sentences of B.1 General:


–	The interface between ISC and DCME ... onward.


–	Appropriate test equipment ... end of 1996.


Replace: "The mentioned interface ..." with "The signalling interface ...".


2.3	Annex B, B.6 DCME load tests


Error: The information in this section apparently was taken from a previous contribution explaining some possible test scenarios. The section however does not contain protocol relevant information.


Correction: Delete the section.
