Dear Sir,


1.	During the last meeting of TAS Group held in New Delhi (India) in March 1997, the TAS Group agreed that the next TAS Group meeting should be scheduled for September 1997, and the Study Group 3 had endorsed this proposal at its meeting in May of this year.  �I am now pleased to inform you that TAS Group is to meet from 23 to 26 September 1997 at the kind invitation of Korea Telecom.  The meeting will take place at the Seoul Plaza Hotel (Doksu-Hall) in Seoul.


2.	The meeting will commence at 9.30 hours on 23 September 1997.  The registration of delegates will take place on the same morning at the meeting venue as from 8.30 hours.


3.	In agreement with the Chairman of TAS Group, the meeting will be conducted in English without interpretation.


4.	The draft agenda, as prepared by the Chairman of TAS Group, may be found in Annex 1 hereto.


5.	As it will be seen from the agenda, the main purpose of the meeting will be to analyze the results of cost study realized in the TAS region and to study how this cost study can be reflected in the accounting rates negotiation.  TAS Group should also give consideration to the new study items identified during the last TAS meeting.  In preparation for the meeting hereby convened, reference should be made to Report TAS-R 1 (April 1997).

HOW TO GET TO THE MEETING VENUE


The Meeting site is located approximately 30 kilometers from Kimpo International Airport.  There are several ways for transportation from Kimpo Int�l Airport to the Seoul Plaza Hotel including KAL Limousine Buses, taxis, and subway.  


	KAL (Korean Air Line) Limousine Bus: Line No. 1


KAL Limousine Bus (Line No. 1) will be operated every 20 minutes from 7:05 a.m. to 09:00 p.m. between Terminal I and II of Kimpo Int�l Airport and the Seoul Plaza Hotel.  It will take about 45 minutes from Kimpo Int�l Airport to the hotel.  The ticket counter is located at the Korean Air information desk on the arrival lounge at Terminal I and II.  The fare is 4,500 for one way.  (For more information Tel: (+82-2)-667-0386)


	Taxis


Participants can take a taxi from the airport terminal to the hotel.  There are two types of taxis in Seoul.  One is a Deluxe taxi that is black with a yellow cap on the roof, named Mobum taxi.  Deluxe taxi is comfortable but more expensive, charging a basic fee of 3,000 for the first 3km and 200 for each additional 250m or 60 seconds if the speed drops below 15km per hour.  The regular taxi charges a basic fee of 1,000 for the first 2km and 100 for each additional 279m or 67 seconds.  Receipts can be requested in the Deluxe taxis but not in the regular taxis.  A regular taxi fare ranges from 10,000 to 15,000 and a Mobum taxi fare from 30,000 to 35,000 depending on the traffic conditions.    


	Subway: Line No. 5


Participants can take a subway Line No. 5 at the Kimpo Aiport terminal to the Kwanghwamoon Station.  The fare is 400 for one way.  You have to take a taxi at the Kwanghwamoon Station to the Seoul Plaza Hotel.  The taxi fare is approximately 1,000. 


INFORMATION OF SEOUL AND KOREA


Seoul, the capital of the Republic of Korea, contains 10 million of the nation�s 45 million people, and is set amid mountains with the Hangang River winding through its heart.  Before the modern era, the city was called �Hanyang� and was the seat of the Yi Dynasty government from 1392 to 1910.  The name �Seoul� itself is a native Korean word meaning �Capital�.  Since its selection as the royal capital of the Yi Dynasty, Seoul has been the financial, political, commercial, diplomatic, educational and cultural center of Korea.  Though quite up-to-date in terms of comfort and convenience, Seoul remains the repository of more than 600 years of Korean culture.  Established as the nation�s capital a century before Columbus discovered America, the city also enshrines treasures and traditions from still earlier times.  There are many parks, palaces, museums and temples in or near Seoul.  The major tourist attractions are the National Folk Museum in Kyongbokkung Palace, Toksugung Palace, Changdokkung Palace, Chongmyo Royal Ancestral Shrine, the Seoul Tower, the Olympic Park and cruising on the Hangang River. CLIMATE


Seoul is rather cool in late September.  The normal daytime temperature is 20 - 22.

In Korea, two outlets for both 110 and 220 voltage are available.  Be sure to check the power supply before using equipment.
