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RECOMMENDATION  517  (Rev.wrc-03)

RF protection ratio values for single-sideband (SSB) 
emissions in the HF bands allocated exclusively 
to the broadcasting service

The World Radiocommunication Conference (Geneva, 2003),

considering

a)
that WRC-97 adopted Article 12 as the seasonal planning procedure for the HF bands allocated exclusively to the broadcasting service;

b)
that this procedure is based principally on the use of double-sideband (DSB) emissions;

c)
that the RF co-channel protection ratio is one of the fundamental planning parameters;

d)
that this Conference has adopted Resolution 517 (Rev.WRC-03) relating to the introduction of digitally modulated and SSB emissions in the HF bands allocated exclusively to the broadcasting service;

e)
that the SSB system characteristics for HF broadcasting are contained in Appendix 11;


f)
that studies have shown that SSB emissions may require a lower RF co‑channel protection ratio for the same reception quality,

recommends

that,  in the preparation of the relevant Rules of procedure for the application of Article 12, the Bureau should use the values of RF protection ratio given in the Annex to this Recommendation relating to SSB and DSB emissions in the HF bands allocated exclusively to the broadcasting service.




Reasons:
This Recommendation has been modified to reflect the introduction of digital emissions. No substantive changes were made in the protection ratio values with SSB versus DSB amplitude modulation.
