With respect to Resolution 736 resolves 4 on possible upgrading of the status of frequency allocations to the radiolocation service in the frequency range 5 350-5 650 MHz, Uzbekistan supports CPM Report Method A, namely upgrading the status of the radiolocation service to primary in the band 5 350-5 650 MHz on condition that the conference considers a footnote ensuring the protection of existing and future systems in the radionavigation service from the radiolocation service in that band.

spectrum from 100 MHz to 1 GHz. Detailed studies were carried out in the band 235-328.6 MHz. Since the band 257-262 MHz has already been used successfully for many years now in some countries by telecommand systems, the possibility of allocating 3 MHz within the range 257‑262 MHz is considered. Services operating in accordance with the Radio Regulations within that range might experience occasional interference from such systems if they are located within the coordination distance of around 400 kilometres. Given that in Uzbekistan this band is used by the aeronautical mobile (OR) service and an additional allocation in that band may have an adverse impact on flight safety, the Administration of the Republic of Uzbekistan supports CPM Report Method A, namely not to allocate 3 MHz in the range 257-262 MHz for telecommand links in the space research and space operations services.

With respect to Resolution 723 resolves 2 on possible incorporation in the Table of Frequency Allocations of the existing primary allocation to the space research service in the band 7 145‑7 235 MHz under No. 5.460, we support the method proposed in the CPM Report, namely: add in Article 5 of the Radio Regulations in the Table of Frequency Allocations a primary allocation to the space research service (Earth-to-space) in the bands 7 145-7 190 MHz and 7 190‑7 235 MHz; modify No. 5.460 to delete the reference to No. 9.21 in the band 7 145‑7 235 MHz; retain the restriction that no emissions to deep space are permitted in the subband 7 190-7 235 MHz; and add to No. 5.460 the provision that GSO satellites in the space research service shall not claim protection from the fixed service and the mobile service, and that No. 5.43A shall not apply to them.

With respect to Resolution 723 resolves 4 on reviewing existing allocations to space science services near 15 GHz and 26 GHz, with a view to accommodating wideband space-to-Earth space research applications, we support CPM Report Method C, namely no change to the Radio Regulations in respect of the space science services allocation near 15 GHz and 26 GHz.

Having considered the results of ITU-R studies presented in the CPM Report on the allocations to the Earth exploration-satellite service and the space research service between 35 and 38 GHz, having regard to Resolution 730 of the use of the frequency band 35.5-35.6 GHz by spaceborne precipitation radars, the Uzbekistan Administration's position is as follows:

With respect to the frequency band 35.5-36 GHz, we support CPM Report Method B, namely replacing footnote 5.551A with a footnote limiting the mean power flux-density at the Earth's surface from active sensors operating in the SRS and EESS in the band 35.5-36 GHz.
