With respect to Resolution 736 (WRC-2000) resolves 1 concerning allocation of frequencies to the mobile service in the bands 5 150-5 350 MHz and 5 470-5 725 MHz for the implementation of wireless access systems including RLANs: Uzbekistan supports the primary allocation of the 5 150-5 350 MHz band to the mobile service for the implementation of wireless access systems including RLANs for indoor use, subject to appropriate restrictions to protect existing services, and the secondary allocation of the 5 470-5 725 MHz band to the mobile service with appropriate footnotes and/or resolutions to ensure that existing services are protected.

With respect to Resolution 736 (WRC-2000) resolves 3 concerning an additional primary allocation to the Earth observation-satellite service and the space research service in the 5 460-5 570 MHz band: Uzbekistan supports Method A, that is, to make an allocation to the Earth observation-satellite service and the space research service in the 5 460-5 570 MHz band.
