Having examined the ITU‑R studies presented in the CPM Report, the Administration of Uzbekistan supports Method B of the CPM Report concerning the introduction of a footnote that would permit the use of the band 108-117.975 MHz on a global basis by ICAO standard systems that support navigation and surveillance functions through a data link on the condition that priority and protection be given to the aeronautical radionavigation service, with a reference to a resolution laying down the minimum criteria for such systems and providing for studies to be conducted on the compatibility of the proposed systems with existing systems of the aeronautical radionavigation service in the 108-117.975 MHz band and with systems of the broadcasting service in the 87.5-108 MHz band.
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
