Reasons:
To retain the decisions by WRC-2000 on calling on the frequencies 12 290 kHz and 16 420 kHz, i.e:

general calling on 12 290 kHz and 16 420 kHz shall cease as soon as possible and no later than 31 December 2003; and

–
allocation of the alternative frequencies 12 359 kHz and 16 537 kHz for general calling.
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
