Agenda item 1.17  –  Radiolocation at 2 900-3 100 MHz

Introduction 

The frequency band 2 900‑3 100 MHz is allocated to the radionavigation service on a primary basis and to the radiolocation service on a secondary basis. 

Applications in the radionavigation service in the frequency band 2 900‑3 100 MHz are mainly maritime radars either on ships or on shore. Some aeronautical radar systems are operated only in a limited number of countries, in the lower part of this frequency band. Various military radar applications account for use of the radiolocation service in this band. Typical radar systems are described in Recommendation ITU-R M.1460.

There has been satisfactory co-existence for many decades, of various radar systems in the band 2 900‑3 100 MHz, which include systems operating under the radionavigation and the radiolocation service. Taking this into account, together with the results of the studies undertaken within ITU-R, the following changes are proposed to the Radio Regulations, which will serve to satisfy the agenda item.
