Introduction

The Administration of Lithuania wishes to make some proposals concerning agenda item 1.1.

The package proposal of changing Alternative allocation to Additional allocation for the broadcasting service in the frequency bands 68-73 MHz and 76-87.5 MHz

In accordance with the Radio Regulations the frequency bands 68-73 MHz and 76-87.5 MHz are allocated to the fixed and mobile, except aeronautical mobile, services on a primary basis in the Region 1.

In accordance with the Alternative allocation stated in footnote 5.175 the frequency bands 68‑73 MHz and 76-87.5 MHz are allocated to the broadcasting service on a primary basis in some countries and similarly in Lithuania.

Seeing that there is some demand for fixed and mobile, except aeronautical mobile, services in some parts of the frequency bands 68-73 MHz and 76-87.5 MHz and also some demand for broadcasting service in another parts of these frequency bands the Lithuanian Administration would like to change Alternative allocation to Additional allocation for the broadcasting service in these bands on the national level.
Actually the proposal encompasses adding the name of Lithuania to footnotes 5.176, 5.184 and deleting the name of Lithuania from footnote 5.175 and may only be processed as a package proposal. The Administration of Lithuania hopes, that these changes will not adversely affect other countries listed in the relevant footnotes.

The package proposal relating to the broadcasting and land mobile services allocations in the frequency band 47-68 MHz

In accordance with the Radio Regulations the frequency band 47-68 MHz is allocated to the broadcasting service on a primary basis in Region 1.

In accordance with the Additional allocation stated in footnote 5.164 the frequency band 47‑68 MHz is also allocated to the land mobile service on a primary basis in some countries. Similarly in accordance with the Additional allocation stated in footnote 5.163 the frequency bands 47‑48.5 MHz and 56.5‑58 MHz are also allocated to the fixed and land mobile services on a secondary basis in Lithuania and in some another countries.

Actually the proposal encompasses adding the name of Lithuania to footnote 5.164 and deletion of the name of Lithuania from footnote 5.163 and may only be processed as a package proposal. The Administration of Lithuania hopes, that these changes will not adversely affect other countries listed in the relevant footnotes.
