These identities are formed in such a way that the identity or part thereof can be used by telephone and telex subscribers connected to the public telecommunications network principally to call ships automatically in the shore‑to‑ship direction. Access to public networks may also be achieved by means of free-form numbering plans, so long as the ship can be uniquely identified using the registration database referred to in No. 19.31A to obtain the ship station identity, call sign or ship name and nationality.
Reasons:
Allows use of free‑form numbering plans thereby alleviating the requirement for use of three trailing zeros.
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
