that it is important to keep the Resolutions and Recommendations of past world administrative radio conferences and world radiocommunication conferences under constant review, in order to keep them up to date;

that the reports of the Director of the Radiocommunication Bureau submitted to previous conferences provided a useful basis for a general review of the Resolutions and Recommendations of past conferences;

c)
that some principles and guidelines are necessary for future conferences to treat the Resolutions and Recommendations of previous conferences which are not related to the agenda of the conference;

d)
that it is necessary for the conference to review the progress of ITU-R studies which are not placed on the agenda of the conferences in an immediate future in order to take appropriate action on the relevant Resolutions and Recommendations,
resolves to invite future competent world radiocommunication conferences

to review the Resolutions and Recommendations of previous conferences that are related to the agenda of the conference with a view to their possible revision, replacement or abrogation and to take appropriate action;

to review the Resolutions and Recommendations of previous conferences that are not related to any agenda item of the conference with a view to:

abrogating those Resolutions and Recommendations that have served their purpose or have become no longer necessary;
–
abrogating those Resolutions and Recommendations, or parts thereof, requesting ITU-R studies for which no progress has been made during the last two conference periods;

updating and modifying Resolutions and Recommendations, or parts thereof that have become out of date or obsolete, and to correct obvious omissions, inconsistencies, ambiguities or editorial errors and effect any necessary alignment; in this case, modifications shall be limited to those directly related to the issues dealt with in the existing texts;

at the beginning of the conference, to determine which committee within the conference has the primary responsibility to review each of the Resolutions and Recommendations referred to in resolves 1 and 2 above,
instructs the Director of the Radiocommunication Bureau

to include, in its Report, the results of a general review of the Resolutions and Recommendations of previous conferences.

Reasons:
The example text for revision of Resolution 95 (Rev.WRC-2000) included in the CPM Report is generally supported. With respect to new instructs 3, one may argue whether the WRC is able to ask the Chairmen of Study Groups to submit progress reports without using the channel through the Radiocommunication Assembly or not. However, it should be noted that the existing instructs 1 already makes a request to the Chairmen and Vice-Chairmen of Study Groups for review of Resolutions and Recommendations. Before the CPM-02, one Study Group Vice-Chairman submitted a review of certain texts. It was very useful for finalizing Section 6.3 of the CPM Report. New instructs 3 is a simple extension of the existing instructs 1. In addition, instructs 3 is an instruction to the Director and not to Study Group Chairmen. Usually Study Group Counsellors should be able to prepare preliminary progress reports and it is quite natural for them to consult with the Study Group Chairmen (and Vice-Chairmen) before submitting their reports.

One more element is proposed with respect to the third indent of resolves 3. In the current text, “updating” corresponds to “out of date”, but there is no term corresponding to “modifying”. Therefore, the addition of “or obsolete” is proposed. Furthermore, the addition of a new statement is proposed to limit the scope of “modifications”.

that it is necessary to establish a procedure by which the remaining editorial work can be carried out after a conference,

instructs the Director of the Radiocommunication Bureau

It is important to establish a new procedure. This new Resolution aims at eliminating such improper cross-references and is proposed as an extension of Resolution 95 which is on the agenda of WRC-03.
