Introduction

Currently, around 7 MHz the amateur service has an unbalanced allocation between Regions 1 and 3 and Region 2. The intent of this agenda item is to possibly realign the regional allocations and provide a uniform worldwide frequency band for the amateur service. 

Proposal

The Arab Administrations support no change to Article 5 for the frequency ranges under discussion in this agenda item.

Reasons:
The ITU-R studies show that any solution requiring sharing of spectrum between the amateur service and the broadcasting service is not desirable, since experience has shown that this is unacceptable in the long run. Also the entire 300 kHz is required in Region 2 for the amateur service.
