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5.HHH
The band 112-117.6 MHz may also be used by international aeronautical standard systems to transmit navigational information in support of air navigation and surveillance functions in accordance with recognized international aviation standards. Such use shall not cause harmful interference to, nor claim protection from, stations operating in the aeronautical radionavigation service.
Reasons:
The study shows that the part of the band below 112 MHz will remain heavily occupied by ILS systems for a considerable period of time, plus there is no immediate need to operate the new systems below 112 MHz.

The situation between 108 and 112 MHz does, however, require more study to assess and resolve any compatibility problems.

Compatibility of the surveillance systems with FM broadcasting has not yet been fully addressed. 

Digital sound broadcasting systems have been designed to operate in the frequency band at about 87‑108 MHz (see Recommendation ITU-R BS.1114). At least one administration is planning to introduce such a system in this band. No compatibility studies within ITU-R have been conducted between these systems and the existing and additional aeronautical systems in the band 108-117.975 MHz*.

An additional agenda item for WRC-07 would not be needed to consider issues relating to the compatibility with the FM broadcasting introduced.
*	The Arab Administrations recognized that the handling of the agenda item by ITU-R has gone beyond its original scope by including a newly proposed ICAO surveillance system.
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
