This agenda item relates to amateur and amateur-satellite services. This agenda item reviews complete Article 25 and provisions of Article 19 concerning the formation of call signs in the amateur services. Also if required, in view of any changes in Article 25, review terms and definitions of Article 1 of the Radio Regulations. Article 25 is reviewed to simplify and revise the existing provisions with additional provisions to recognize the disaster communications role of the amateur service and to facilitate global roaming by amateur stations.
