Introduction

Resolution 216 (WRC-2000) resolves to invite ITU-R to conduct studies to possibly extend the secondary allocation to the mobile‑satellite service (Earth-to-space), except aeronautical mobile-satellite, in the 14-14.5 GHz band to include aeronautical.

The Arab Administrations have noted that the studies have concluded that technical limitation of AMSS will protect other primary service. However, the ITU studies do not show the regulatory status of an AMSS of a secondary status using a transponder of a primary services.

The Arab Administrations believe that unless the treatment of a secondary class of station operating with a primary space station is not resolved properly in Articles 5, 9 and 11, they will not support any allocation to such secondary service in Article 5 of the Radio Regulations.

that the band 14-14.5 GHz or part of is also allocated to the fixed-satellite (Earth‑to‑space), radionavigation, fixed and mobile, except aeronautical mobile services on a primary basis;

c)
that the services in considering b) shall be protected consistent with their allocation status,

recognizing

that there are no clear regulatory provisions in the Radio Regulations allowing the use of a secondary class of station operating in conjunction with transponders on space stations having a primary status according to the Table of Frequency Allocations,

resolves

that the class of station and nature of service of the fixed‑satellite service (FSS) assignment in the band 14.0‑14.5 GHz shall be modified from FSS to AMSS and primary to secondary respectively, in relation to its use by the AMSS mobile earth station;

that upon the publication of the satellite network pursuant to Article 9 of the Radio Regulations, the frequency band intended for use by AMSS mobile earth station shall be published in the Special Section as a secondary status;

that the characteristics of any AMSS earth station published in accordance with resolves 2 above shall remain within the envelope of characteristics of the earth stations published by the BR in the Special Section pertaining to the FSS specific or typical earth station;
