Introduction

The present provision of No. 4.1.3 and No. 4.2.6 of Appendixes 30 and 30A does not grant any extension beyond the eight‑year period for delays resulting directly or indirectly of satellite launch failure occurs at an advanced stage, during the last two‑year time‑frame from the date of bringing into use.

There have been cases of launch failure which occurred recently during the last two years time frame which are beyond the control of the administrations. Such events resulted in direct or indirect delays of the delivery of the satellite to be brought into use.

In order to provide the possibility for an administration to retain its rights of bringing the satellite into use caused by such cases, an extension of the in-service date by two years beyond the eight‑year limit shall be granted to the affected administrations.
