Introduction

WRC-2000 revised the Regions 1 and 3 Plan and called for a review of the sharing criteria in Appendices 30 and 30A to ensure that they provide appropriate protection to the BSS, FSS and terrestrial services, whilst not unduly constraining the services involved. Cameroon has reviewed the results of the studies carried out by ITU-R reported in Section 3.2 of the CPM Report to WRC‑03, and makes the following proposals:

The sharing criteria in Annex 1, Section 1 of Appendix 30 should be maintained.

Reasons:
The criteria currently contained in this section were revised at WRC-2000 to be consistent with the basis upon which the Regions 1 and 3 Plan was adopted. Furthermore this approach has the advantage of avoiding the debate on whether the revised sharing criteria should be based on a minimum antenna size of 45 cm or 60 cm. The existing criteria assure adequate protection of BSS assignments in the same Region.

The sharing criteria in Annex 1, Section 4 of Appendix 30 should be maintained. 

Reasons:
The criteria currently contained in this section were appropriately revised at WRC‑2000. These criteria assure adequate protection of the FS service from the BSS.

The sharing criteria in Annex 1, Section 6 of Appendix 30 should be updated based on the ITU-R results reported in Section 3.2.2.3 of the CPM Report. The criteria in these sections should be based on the masks given in Section 3.2.2.3 a), which assumes a minimum antenna size of 60 cm. 

Reasons:
The criteria currently contained in this section are due for updating as they do not reflect transmission characteristics of modern systems. Additionally, ITU-R studies have identified this mask as appropriate to ensure interregional protection from BSS of FSS networks with receive antenna sizes between 60 cm and 11 m, commonly used in the fixed-satellite service. 

If there are specific cases where a minimum antenna size of 45 cm is required due to actual deployment, the specific systems concerned may be grandfathered on the basis of the protection criteria given in Section 3.2.2.3 b) together with information provided in Attachment 4 of Section 3.2 of the CPM Report, in order to balance the constraints on space services using the 11.7‑12.5 GHz band.

The sharing criteria in Annex 3 of Appendix 30 should be revised to reflect updated BSS characteristics and propagation models, as per Attachment 2 to Section 3.2 of Chapter 3 of the CPM Report. These criteria should stay in Appendix 30 and not be moved to Appendix 7.

The criteria currently contained in this section are due for updating as they do not reflect transmission characteristics of modern systems. Additionally, ITU-R studies have identified this mask as appropriate to ensure interregional protection from FSS of BSS networks with receive antenna sizes between 60 cm and 2.4 m, commonly used in the broadcasting-satellite service. 

If there are specific cases where a minimum antenna size of 45 cm is required due to actual deployment, the specific systems concerned may be grandfathered on the basis of the protection criteria given in Section 3.2.2.3 b) together with information provided in Attachment 4 of Section 3.2 of the CPM Report, in order to balance the constraints on space services using the 11.7‑12.5 GHz band.

A new section should be added in Annex 6 of Appendix 30 providing technical bases for the criteria for sharing between space services in Annexes 1 and 4 of Appendix 30, based on information provided in Attachment 4 of Section 3.2 of the CPM Report.

These provisions were adopted as part of a compromise that allowed doubling the capacity assigned to administrations in the Regions 1 and 3 Plan. However, Cameroon believes that modifications are required in order to satisfactorily protect assignments in the Plan.

Introduction

WRC-03 revised the Regions 1 and 3 Plan and requested in Resolution 53 that the Radiocommunication Bureau (BR) carry out compatibility studies between the Regions 1 and 3 BSS Plan and other services having primary allocations in the Plan bands, for consideration by WRC-03 under agenda item 1.35. BR has carried out these studies and reported the results in Annex 1 of Circular Letter CR/183 and Addendum. Having reviewed the results of the studies carried out by BR, Cameroon’s proposals to the Conference are aimed at achieving the following: 

1)
to ensure that all networks specified in Resolution 53 are fully taken into account for the purpose of updating the “Remarks” columns in the tables of Article 9A of Appendix 30A and Article 11 of Appendix 30;

2)
to include the list of incompatibility cases in the Radio Regulations on the basis of Circular Letter CR/183 (and Addendum), which contains the results of the BR study in response to Resolution 53 of WRC-2000.

Additionally, Cameroon proposes that the list of incompatibility cases be updated periodically to reflect the following situations:

deletion of networks in accordance with the relevant provisions of the Radio Regulations (e.g. 11.31, date of bringing into use, due diligence requirements);

Introduction

Resolution 77 contains pfd threshold levels and provisions intended to protect terrestrial services from GSO FSS services operating in the 11.7-12.2 GHz band. The Radiocommunication Bureau’s report on agenda item 7.1 of WRC-03 highlights the need to clarify the regulatory mechanisms applicable when Region 2 FSS networks exceed the power flux-density thresholds in Resolution 77 (WRC-2000). Section 6.4 identifies various methods for satisfying these agenda items and Cameroon makes the following proposal.

Cameroon supports the second of the methods identified in Section 6.4 of the CPM Report which stipulates that the power flux-density in Resolution 77 be used as thresholds in application of No. 9.14 of the Radio Regulations.

Reasons:
These pfd values should be used as coordination thresholds and not as hard limits, similarly to the regulatory regime applicable to Regions 1 and 3 space services with respect to terrestrial services in the 11.7-12.2 GHz band.
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
