Introduction

The need to control the number, format and scope of footnotes to the Table of Frequency Allocations (Article 5 of the Radio Regulations) formed a significant part of the recommendations of the Voluntary Group of Experts. A mechanism for the regular review of footnotes was subsequently established through Resolution 26 at WRC‑95, and reaffirmed at WRC‑97. 

In particular, Resolution 26 (Rev.WRC-97) requests administrations to review those footnotes where their country names appear in order to identify any footnotes that may be reduced in scope or deleted. To this end, a review of the remaining footnotes involving the United Kingdom is carried out prior each conference to determine whether the references to United Kingdom need to be maintained.

Proposals

The United Kingdom Administration has reviewed the footnotes and makes the following proposals in respect of those footnotes which include explicit references to the "United Kingdom":

Reasons:
Consequential to the deletion of No. 5.563 under proposal G/55/20 above. The passive bands required for science services are unique in that they are set by the laws of physics, not by choice, and are thus afforded protection through No. 5.340 in order to avoid pollution of natural observations. The EESS passive band 182-185 GHz is used for the detection of atmospheric humidity on a global scale and provides data crucial to the operation of the atmospheric models designed to track and predict the movement, development and decay of cloud and precipitation worldwide. Interference with the natural observations would lead to erroneous forecasts, with all the economic consequences that follow. Because gross error events can be detected, and the polluted data rejected, the effects of slight interference are actually more insidious than gross interference.
