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Additional allocation:  in the United States, India and Mexico, the band 2 310-2 360 MHz, and in Japan, the band 2 335-2 360 MHz, are also allocated to the broadcasting-satellite service (sound) and complementary terrestrial sound broadcasting service on a primary basis. Such use is limited to digital audio broadcasting and is subject to the provisions of Resolution 528 (WARC-92), with the exception of resolves 3 in regard to the limitation on broadcasting-satellite systems in the upper 25 MHz.     (WRC‑03)
Reasons:
For Japan the specific and unique regulatory procedures, which are associated with the additional allocation of footnote No. 5.418 in the 2.6 GHz band constrains the planning and implementation of BSS (sound) in this band. Considering the current allocation of BSS (sound) via footnote No. 5.393, this proposal provides a way for Japan to avoid the constraints of footnote No. 5.418 and facilitates the effective and efficient use of the spectrum. In Japan, there is a prospect of needing additional spectrum in use for increasing demand for BSS (sound) by a future BSS (sound) system. This proposal will enable such a future BSS (sound) system in Japan to utilize the additional 25 MHz band of the band 2 335-2 360 MHz.
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
