Introduction

Concerning a deadline of the submission of Administrative Due Diligence Information, the current regulations require that the notifying administration shall send the due diligence information to the Bureau as early as possible before bringing into use or before the end of the five-year period established as a limit to bringing into use in No. 11.44.
In addition, the current regulations also require that the Bureau shall send a reminder to the notifying administration to provide such due diligence information, or else, to submit a request for the extension of the date of bringing into use.
When the notifying administration receives such reminder, however, a lot of administrations submit the request for extension until the end of five years to avoid the cancellation of the coordination request.
Whenever the Bureau receives such request, the Bureau shall examine it and publish the information as the modification to the related coordination request. This gives the Bureau only increasing the workload indiscriminately.
On the basis of the above, Japan believes that the submission of due diligence information from notifying administrations will not be required in time before the notified date of bringing into use but will be required before the end of the five-year period.

Proposals
The Administration of Japan proposes that the requesting administration is only required to send the due diligence information to the Bureau in time of before the end of five years following the date of receipt by the Bureau of the relevant information under No. 9.1, and believes that the proposal is able to contribute to the reduction of the backlog related to the processing of satellite network filings in the BR.

An administration requesting coordination for a satellite network under § 1 above shall send to the Bureau as early as possible before the end of the five-year period established as a limit to bringing into use in No. 9.1, the due diligence information relating to the identity of the satellite network and the spacecraft manufacturer specified in Annex 2 to this Resolution.

An administration requesting a modification of the Region 2 Plan or additional uses in Regions 1 and 3 under Appendices 30 and 30A under § 2 above shall send to the Bureau as early as possible before the end of the period established as a limit to bringing into use in accordance with the relevant provisions of Article 4 of Appendix 30 and the relevant provisions of Article 4 of Appendix 30A, the due diligence information relating to the identity of the satellite network and the spacecraft manufacturer specified in Annex 2 to this Resolution.

An administration applying Section III of Article 6 of Appendix 30B relating to additional uses under § 3 above shall send to the Bureau as early as possible before the end of the five‑year period established as a limit to bringing into use under No. 11.44bis, the due diligence information relating to the identity of the satellite network and the spacecraft manufacturer specified in Annex 2 to this Resolution.

Reasons:
The requesting administration should send the due diligence information to the Bureau before the notified date of bringing into use which is the end of five years following the date of receipt by the Bureau of the relevant information under No. 9.1 in accordance with No. 11.44.
