Introduction

Based on the results of the ITU-R studies for Resolution 606 and Method A2 of the CPM Report, Australia supports the APT Common Proposals modifying No. 5.329 and the associated Resolution [RNSS 1.2.2-1].  

These modifications address the need to protect the radionavigation service authorized under No. 5.331, the aeronautical radionavigation service authorized under No. 5.334 and the radiolocation service from the operations of RNSS in the band 1 215-1 300 MHz.

Australia proposes to add its name to No. 5.331 to provide protection to Australia's radionavigation services in the 1 215-1 300 MHz band, which is referenced in No. 5.329.
