The CPM (2002) Report has taken into account the five methods to satisfy Resolution 78 (WRC‑2000). The methods considered were inclusion of the procedures facilitating compliance with the limits as an Annex to an ITU-R Recommendation to which the Radio Regulations may or may not refer (without incorporating it by reference), inclusion of the procedures facilitating compliance with the limits as an Annex to a Resolution that would be referenced exclusively in No. 22.5I of the Radio Regulations that they are to help enforce, and inclusion of the procedures in a new section of Article 15.
