Call signs in the international series are formed as indicated in Nos. 19.51 to 19.71. The first two characters shall be two letters or a letter followed by a digit or a digit followed by a letter. The first two characters or in certain cases the first character of a call sign constitute the nationality identificationMOD 4 .

For full call sign series, for example those beginning with B, F, G, I, K, M, N, R, W and 2, only the first character is required for nationality identification. In the cases of half series, the first three characters are required for nationality identification.

Reasons:
To remedy the lack of a reference to the call sign series beginning with character “2” and to clarify that “full” call sign series are precisely those where the first character alone is needed for nationality identification.
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
