The following deletions of the name of Latvia from footnotes 5.175 and 5.177, as indicated below, should be considered only as a set of proposals with simultaneous modification of footnote 5.175 for the band 76‑87.5 MHz and the addition of the name of Latvia to footnote 5.176. These modifications will allow harmonization of frequency utilization in Latvia with neighbouring countries by gradual transition of allocations from the broadcasting service to fixed and mobile services.
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
