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Tanzania supports Method D proposed in the CPM Report, which proposes a change of dates from the years 2008 and 2010 in footnotes No. 5.444A to 2016 and 2018 respectively, and to revise Resolution 114 (WRC-95) accordingly. Consequently changing the reference to WRC-10 as the conference to which the results of these studies are to be brought to the attention of, “a future competent WRC prior to 2018” in instructs 2 to ITU-R in that Resolution. Further, instructs 1 to Resolution ITU-R 114 needs to be modified as well as footnote No. 5.444 so as to make reference to proposed new Resolution 114. 

Reasons:
Noting that new aviation services are being developed in the 5 GHz band, and therefore supports allocations to aeronautical radionavigation in the 5 030-5 091 GHz band. However since new aviation services such as the microwave landing system (MLS), are being developed in the 5 GHz band, the band 5 091-5 150 MHz should be allocated to that aeronautical radionavigation. 
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
