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Tanzania noted IMO’s position and study by Inmarsat in giving priority to shore-originated distress or safety communication situation, and thus supports the single Method of the CPM Report proposed. An appropriate Resolution should be established, inviting ITU-R and ITU-T to develop technical recommendation that describes the means whereby a shore-based search and rescue authority might interrupt a vessel’s satellite communications during a distress situation. 

Furthermore, IMO and Inmarsat Ltd findings should be considered and their proposed methods to provide priority for shore-originated distress communications, with a view to modifying provisions of the Radio Regulations.

Reasons:
To ensure that priority transmission and access is secured for shore-originated distress communications. This would enable priority for shore-originated distress communications.
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
