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There should be no new allocations in the band 17.3-17.7 GHz because of the constraints exerted on the FS receivers by BSS feeder-link earth stations, and interference from FS earth stations into BSS feeder links. Therefore no primary allocation for the fixed service in Region 1 in the band is required. 

Tanzania supports the single Method proposed in the text of the CPM Report, that no new allocation should be made in the band 17.3-17.7 GHz to the FS in Region 1.

Reasons:
To avoid the constraints exerted on the FS receivers by BSS feeder-link earth stations, and interference from FS earth stations into BSS feeder links as demonstrated by results of ITU-R studies.
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
