Introduction

Resolution 214 calls for studies with a particular focus on the UHF band, including studies with respect to interference mitigation techniques, such as the dynamic channel activity assignment system (DCAAS) described in Recommendation ITU-R M.1039, necessary to permit the continued development of all services to which the bands are allocated and to promote compatibility with terrestrial systems. ITU-R is also requested to review the operating constraints on the MESs (e.g. duty cycle) necessary to protect the existing and planned terrestrial services. However, the bands below 1 GHz are very extensively used by existing terrestrial and space services and the radio astronomy service.
