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Priority area
Development of fixed, mobile and broadband networks, including broadcasting networks and spectrum management, next-generation networks, rural communications, emergency telecommunications and disaster relief, as well as human capacity building in each of these areas.
Description of the proposal

There are a large number of mobile network operators on national markets in the African countries. In order to supply services to consumers, each operator is building its own network from scratch, without using existing infrastructures.

The deployment of these various networks leads to a proliferation of relay antennas and masts. This scars urban landscapes and creates a psychosis among the population, who are fearful of the purported harmfulness of non-ionizing radiation for human health.

ITU‑D should organize seminars, workshops and forums for regulators, decision-makers and consumers in the African countries to promote a greater understanding of these issues and propose suitable solutions in order to ensure that the development of telecommunication networks is carried out with all due respect for protection of the environment and for the health of the population.
