Dates for conferences, seminars, workshops, etc. (agenda items 4, 6 and 10)

Background

Please note that the date of last week’s seminar (15-19 November 2004) coincided with a religious holiday, as well as those dates proposed for the Radiocommunication Assembly and WRC-07, which will cover the last half of the fasting month of Ramadan and the whole feast following that month.

Proposal

a.
While planning dates of radio conferences, seminars, workshops, etc, the BR is kindly requested to take into consideration both the textual text of Resolution 111 (Marrakesh, 2002) and its spirit.

b. 
That the proposed dates for the Radiocommunication Assembly and WRC-07 be postponed by at least three weeks.

2
Clarify the role of the Guidelines (agenda item 3.3)

Background

The language used in the Background text must be clarified.

Proposal

In the second sentence, replace the word “contributions” by “the working methods”.

3
Use of Questionnaires in the work of study groups and their working parties 
(agenda item 3.3)

Background

a.
At RA-03, the Arab Administrations expressed their serious concern on using Questionnaires in relation to certain WRC agenda items for those obvious reasons mentioned in their joint contribution to RA-03, and since that, some working parties continue to propose the use of such Questionnaires.

b.
That the analysis of the replies to such Questionnaires might lead to wrong assumptions.

Proposal

a.
Study groups should refrain from proposing such Questionnaires unless properly justified.

b.
Requesting BR to issue such Questionnaires shall be based on unopposed decision by any Member States attending the concerned study group meeting.

c.
Add 4.4.1 in the Guidelines to read as follows:


4.4.1
In case a decision is taken by the study group to request the BR to issue a questionnaire, such a decision shall be based on unopposed decision by any Member State attending the study group meeting.

4
Approval of study group Reports (agenda item 3.3)

Background

Taking into consideration:

a.
that the existing Resolution 1 of the RA-03 does not stipulate how Reports could be approved by study groups (see 2.31);

b.
that some of these Reports might contain controversial issues;

c.
the need for sufficient time for many developing countries not being able to participate in all meetings of working parties, to be aware of the content of such Reports prior to the study group meeting.

Proposal

a.
Approval of any proposed Report will be postponed until the next study group meeting, if so requested by any Member State attending the study group meeting, in order for this Member State to provide any relevant written comments on such Reports, if its concern could not be resolved immediately.

b.
Modify the second sentence in 4.4 as follows:

“The provision of § 2.3.1 of Resolution ITU-R1 apply for the approval of Decisions, and Opinions

However approval of reports could be postponed to the next study group meeting if so requested by any Member State attending the study group meeting in order to resolve any disagreement.”

5
Implementation of Resolution ITU-R 44-1 (RA-03) (agenda item 3.3)

Background

During the application of such resolution by study groups, it was apparent that the understanding of such a resolution by different study groups and/or their working parties is not the same.

Proposal

a.
RAG is invited to provide clear guidelines on the implementation of this resolution limited only to the relevant considerings b, c and d.

b.
RAG is also invited to give advice on the status of some Recommendations which are more than 10 years old. Should they be deleted in application of resolves 1 of this Resolution or should it call upon revising them officially?

6
Appropriation of necessary budget for the implementation of some Resolutions and Recommendations adopted by WRCs (agenda item 7)

Background

Taking into consideration that some Resolutions and/or Recommendations adopted by different world radiocommunication conferences call upon the Director of the Radiocommunication Bureau to include some activities in the operational plan within the existing budgetary resources of the Sector.

Proposal

The Director is requested to identify such Resolutions and/or Recommendations in the proposed draft operational plan with necessary financial appropriation.
