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Comments and contributions on the First Draft of the Secretary-General´s Report for the fourth World Telecommunication Policy Forum 2009 on convergence and emerging policy issues
Dear Sirs,
We welcome the good initiative taken by the Secretary-General and the constructive first draft report as a starting point for the WTPF 2009 on convergence and emerging policy issues. We have just a few comments and proposals to amendments made in the attached copy of the draft. For your convenience we have also sent our comments by electronic means. 
As mentioned in the draft, WTPF may develop opinions of a non-binding and a non-prescriptive nature. Even so we regard it very important for the outcome of the WTPF and the future of the ITU that opinions developed are decided by consensus. It is in our opinion better to concentrate the work on the things ITU-members have in common rather than to try to develop opinions on highly controversial items that in worst case could harm ITU as well as international telecommunications. These principles are especially important for the work with the ITRs which are global regulations in the form of a treaty . If consensus cannot be reached they could in our opinion rather be developed as ITU Recommendations following the standard procedures.

We also from economical point of view consider it important to, if at all possible, trying to avoid a need for arranging a WCIT.

Since Sweden has a long tradition in ITU and have had an early and successful development in the sector of electronic communications as well as long experience of liberalized telecommunications we are prepared to contribute to the process by participating in the informal group of experts.
