Proposals by the Administration of the Russian Federation
in regard to the third draft of the ITU Secretary-General's report to the
World Telecommunication Policy Forum (WTPF-09)

Section 1 – Introduction

We propose that § 1.1 be worded as follows:

"The holding, in 2003 and 2005, of the World Summit on the Information Society (WSIS), which declared the formation of the Information Society as a common global task in the new Millennium and adopted by consensus the four outcome documents, namely the Geneva Declaration of Principles, the Geneva Plan of Action, the Tunis Commitment and the Tunis Agenda for the Information Society, was a significant milestone. The decisions taken by WSIS have been determinant both for ITU itself and for its Member States, and the outcomes of the Summit were endorsed by the UN General Assembly. During the period 2002-2006, moreover, major developments have occurred in the telecommunication/ICT environment that will have significant and far-reaching implications, including…" (thereafter as in the existing text).

We propose that § 1.10 a) be worded as follows:

"Challenges for the future include:

a)
Issues affecting networks, such as building confidence and security in the use of ICTs, access to network resources, efficient and effective access to and use of numbering, naming, addressing and identification resources and the frequency spectrum, universal access/service, interconnection and interoperability etc."

Remarks: addressing issues were referred to in the second version of the report and we consider it appropriate to maintain those issues in full, as in the above proposal (see the mandate of ITU-T Study Group 2).
Section 2 – An era of convergence

We propose that § 2.5 be worded as follows:

"Terminal equipment has also been subject to the phenomenon of convergence. Different devices are converging (e.g., mobile and Internet access devices, etc.).  Mobile handsets can now be used to access the Internet, and personal computers to view video programming (either on demand or not). Audio (MP3) players are also now mobile phones, mobile phones are also digital cameras, and gaming consoles are now Internet-access devices. Not only are services now becoming independent of networks, but independent of devices, too, through developments such as "place-shifting" (i.e., where roaming users can access content on their home computers or servers)."
Remarks: MP3 is a proprietary, patented (requiring a licence) and therefore "closed" technology. We must above all avoid promoting the closed standards of other organizations (companies). Secondly, the mentioning of only one such standard may spark a whole host of questions from other producers (authors) of standards (e.g. Apple, FOSS, Microsoft, among others) and from the governments of ITU Member States. We already succeeded in having § 5.1.3 amended for the same reasons, and this principle also needs to be applied here. There must be no references to other closed standards in an ITU document.
After § 2.7, we propose the addition of a new paragraph with the following wording:

"In addition to the convergence of telecommunication systems among themselves, account has also to be taken of convergence between telecommunication networks and information networks, i.e. emerging information and communication technologies (ICT) and the corresponding information and communication networks and services. In line with this trend, ITU is becoming increasingly involved in the study and standardization of information and communication networks, including the Internet".

Section 3 – Next-generation networks (NGNs)

We propose amending the text in square brackets in § 3.10 as follows:

"The issues of conformance and interoperability testing, as well as associated certification, have been identified as a matter of interest to a number of countries, including developing countries".

Section 4 – Internet-related public policy matters

In Section 4, concerning Internet-related public policy matters, as a whole, and in § 4.5.1 "Management of Internet resources" in particular:

1)
Given the significance of this subject and the agreements reached by WSIS, it is essential that the global telecommunication community should not lose sight of the need to implement the principles approved by the Summit in regard to the management of this information network at the international level ("Internet governance" section of the Tunis Agenda for the Information Society), that discussions be held in that regard, and that ways and means of putting the said principles into practical effect be considered.

To this end, we would propose that, in § 4.5.1.1, the following text be inserted as a third sentence, following the reference to paragraph 35 of the Tunis Agenda:

"Furthermore, paragraphs 29, 68 and 69 of the Tunis Agenda point to the need for the full and equitable participation of governments in Internet governance at the international level, as well as for enhanced cooperation in the future in the interests of resolving international public policy issues pertaining to the Internet, thereby enabling governments to carry out their roles and responsibilities. All of this while ensuring the stability, security and continuity of the Internet, with due account for multilingualism".

2)
In § 4.1, include in the list of Internet-related documents adopted by different ITU forums a reference to Resolutions 101 (Rev. Antalya, 2006) and 133 (Rev. Antalya, 2006) of the Plenipotentiary Conference, and, in § 4.5.1.1, to Resolutions 101 (Rev. Antalya, 2006) and 102 (Rev. Antalya, 2006) of the Plenipotentiary Conference, since the said documents also relate to these issues.

Section 5 – Emerging telecommunication policy and regulatory issues

In § 5.3 "Strengthening trust and security" of Section 5 "New telecommunication policy and regulatory issues":

1)
The heading and text of this subsection need to be made consistent with the provisions of the WSIS outcome documents:

a)
In the heading of § 5.3, we propose replacing the word "strengthening" with the word "building", and the word "trust" with the word "confidence", in order to make the heading consistent with the wording used in the body of that subsection, which has to do with the tasks established by WSIS in the interests of building confidence and security; with the 

corresponding provisions of the WSIS outcome documents, namely principle 5 "Building confidence and security in the use of ICTs" in the Geneva Declaration of Principles, this being one of the main principles for building the global information society; and with the identically-worded action line C5 in the Geneva Plan of Action.


In addition to the foregoing, the first sentence in § 35 of the Geneva Declaration of Principles states that "Strengthening the trust framework … is a prerequisite … for building confidence among users of ICTs". The words "strengthening trust" narrow down the task ("building confidence") established by WSIS to the creation of prerequisites for its achievement, such that the framework for its consideration by WTPF-09 needs some correction.

b)
We propose that the heading of § 5.3.9 "Cybersecurity" be changed to "Security in the use of ICTs", with the same change being applied throughout the text of the subsection.

c)
In the first line of § 5.3.9.1, after the word "building", add the word "confidence", for the reasons given in 1a) above.

2)
In § 5.3.4, the resolution number 62/17 needs to be changed to 63/37, since on 2 December 2008 the United Nations General Assembly adopted a new resolution with the same title and containing the same provision relating to public infrastructure security.

In the third and fourth lines of § 5.3.9.3, replace the words "regulatory or law-enforcement authorities" with "regulatory and law-enforcement authorities".

In the last sentence of § 5.3.7.4, after the words "foster trust in networks, in the form of", add the word "regulatory".

Section 6 – Matters relating to the International Telecommunication Regulations

We propose that the first bulleted subsection of § 6.3.5 be worded as follows:

"ITU-T should undertake a review of the existing ITRs, engaging with the other Sectors as may be required, with ITU-T as the focal point".

Remark: in line with the text of Resolution 146 (Antalya, 2006) of the Plenipotentiary Conference.
We propose that the fourth bulleted subsection of § 6.3.5 be worded as follows:

"a world conference on international telecommunications (WCIT) should be convened at the seat of ITU in 2012, on the basis of the recommendations arising from this process of review".

Remark: in line with the text of Resolution 146 (Antalya, 2006) of the Plenipotentiary Conference.
We propose that § 6.3.6 be worded as follows:

"Thus, Resolution 146 (Antalya, 2006) of the Plenipotentiary Conference envisages a process, building on previous discussions where applicable, to review the existing ITRs and new and emerging international telecommunication issues, respectively".

Remark: in line with the text of Resolution 146 (Antalya, 2006) of the Plenipotentiary Conference.
Finally, we consider it appropriate to delete all the square brackets in the report and maintain the corresponding text.
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
