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ENUM – Status in Sweden

		The NRA (Administration) made a report to the Ministry (ITU MS) on ENUM April last year – gave 6 recommendations – wait for permanent introduction, but do national trial.

		Ministry request Dec. 2001 – National trial togheter with interested authorities and the telecom and Internet players.

		Issuies in the trial – Responsibilities for ENUM, personal integrity, competition, handling of subscriber information, model for renumeration, need for regulations and how much the State should be involved in permanent ENUM etc.

		Administration report back to Ministry 31 July 2003

		The Market have an opportunity with the trial, but the Administration might need to push the market players forward
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ENUM WGs 

		ENUM1 - Applications - IT-Företagen - Study which applications based in ENUM to be included in the trial  

		ENUM2 - ENUM domain name and custumer process -      IIS (II-Stftelsen) - Study registration- and customer procedure for ENUM subscribers, remuneration between players, and the Tier 2-role (Registrar and Nameserver provider) 

		ENUM4 - Infrastructure and ITU TSB delegation – Autonomica and Telia - Study common infrastructure for the trial (DNS,  Tier 1-role) and preparation for requesting delgation from ITU TSB for .6.4.e164.arpa
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ENUM – Status in Sweden

		An important central function for the trial is the ENUM Tier 1 Registry – the ccTLD Registry (NIC-SE) have volunteered for this during the trial



		The Administration and NIC-SE signed an agreement for the ENUM Tier 1 Registry function during the trial on the 28 of November 2002





		The Administration requested delegation of .6.4.e164.arpa after signing this agreement to the Director of the ITU TSB (and cc to RIPE NCC) – was sent 28 of November 2002.
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Interesting topics in the coming report... 

		The State will with ENUM have operational responsibilites for functions in electronic communications networks – this is a consequense of the rules when requesting delegations of ENUM country code zones according to IETF, ITU, IAB, RIPE NCC-procedures and the way DNS works...

		This operational responsibility is common in the Internet world (ICANN->Root servers, ccTLD-Managers->ccTLD Registry), but might be a new challenge for a State that previously only had administrative responsibility for the national E.164 numbering plan

		Shall the State pay for someone doing this operational responsibility for the national part of ENUM, or not...  

		Will IAB or RIPE NCC (Tier 0) charge the State in the future for the made delegation...

		Personal integrity – how to withhold that in the DNS...
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Permanent ENUM Tier 1 Registry

		Probably regulated in new Act based on the new EU Directives that will come into force 25 of July 2003 – the proposed Act might need some ENUM enhancements based on the coming report from the Administration

		State decides who will act as ENUM Tier 1 Manager – could be the Administration (NRA) or someone else...

		If it will be the NRA, it has to designate who shall be the ENUM Tier 1 Registry through some form:

		Feb. - Invitation to NRA Workshop about the ENUM trial

		April/Nov - Produce basic documents in different WGs - First meeting 10/4

		Nov - Swedish Administration request delegation from ITU TSB for .6.4.e164.arpa

		Juli 2003 - Final report to the Government (31/7)
