— Data should be aggregated to “ developed” and
“developing” countries whenever possible

— Data provided from 1990 to present, with two time
points (1990 and 2000) for the Secretary General’s
report

— Dueto diversity of data sources, comparison across
indicator s on different targets was not done

— Telephone lines and cellular subscribers per 100
population
— Personal computers per 100 population
— Internet users per 100 population
