Dissemination and application of ITU‑D study group texts

(WTDC-02)
The World Telecommunication Development Conference (WTDC-02),

considering

a)
Article 21, and in particular Nos. 126 and 127, of the Constitution, relating to the specific functions of the Telecommunication Development Sector (ITU‑D);

b)
Nos. 209, 211, 214 and 215B of the Convention;

c)
that the information contained in reports, handbooks and recommendations adopted by the ITU‑D study groups are of priority interest for the developing countries;

d)
that wider dissemination of the information contained in those texts would promote technical progress;

e)
that ITU has developed the Telecom Information Exchange Services (TIES) and publishes texts on the ITU website,

instructs the Director of BDT

to pursue the implementation of Resolution 66 (Rev.Minneapolis, 1998) of the Plenipotentiary Conference in order to encourage and facilitate effective use by developing countries, and in particular least developed countries, of BDT documents and publications posted on the web;

to ensure that all documents are posted on the web, in at least three working languages (English, French and Spanish);

3
to take appropriate measures to ensure that the outputs of the work of the ITU‑D study groups (reports, handbooks, recommendations) are utilized and applied within the BDT's programmes of action;

to take all the necessary steps to meet any request for assistance from developing countries relating to the implementation of recommendations adopted by the ITU‑D study groups,

invites

1
administrations to ensure the dissemination within their countries of texts adopted by the ITU‑D study groups, by the means they consider to be the most suitable and in the most appropriate fields;

participants in the work of ITU-D to take advantage of the benefits offered by the dissemination of information through electronic means.
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
