The Sub-Group

1. agreed that the questions in Part II should be grouped into categories and prepared categorisation based on the list proposed in Document JGRES09/008 (see revised text in annex);

2. noted that some of the questions lacked clarity which could lead to inconsistencies in the answers given;

3. agreed that the statistical analysis (the analysis of the yes/no answers) should have additional text to clarify the questions and explain the why different answers may have been given;

4. agreed that the statistical analysis should also show clearly the responses from developed and developing countries (according to the ITU list);

5. agreed there should be further efforts to encourage ITU Members to complete and return the questionnaire (Mr. Jeacock and Mr. Kisrawi to consider);

6. considered that the work of analysis would be made easier if members of the Group each volunteered to take responsibility for a category. This could include contacting the "focal point" for the questionnaires to resolve queries in the answers given.
