1.	Introduction


At the Study Group 3 meeting held 2-11 June 1999, Working Party 3/3 reviewed the liaison received reporting the outcome of the April JEG on IP Telephony.  As the report included some 42 questions that traversed areas of expertise across the SG boundaries, this Liaison is offered in the spirit of cooperation to help continue the cooperation and work set in foundation by the JEG.





2.	Status


SG 3 has spent quite a bit of time reviewing the report of the JEG.  The report contains the 42 questions put forth from the JEG meeting.  SG 3 in reviewing the list of questions has identified questions that are within the expertise of SG 3 to answer, and several questions that SG 3 believes could benefit from further clarification.  An initial seed-list of concepts was assembled for use within SG 3 as a basis for soliciting further input within the SG.


SG 3 has also established an on-line reflector to enable discussion and progress in this area from the SG 3 perspective.





3.	Next Step


SG 3 will be reviewing the questions and consolidating this information over the months ahead, culminating with further discussions at our next meeting (13-17 December 1999).  SG 3 in realizing the benefits of close collaboration with other SG’s in the area of IP based network impact, welcomes and looks forward to the updates and further output in this very vital and dynamic area.
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
