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Action required: 


To note that ITU-R Study Group 1 has endorsed the proposals from ITU-D Study Groups 1 and 2 to establish a Joint Group to deal with WTDC-98 Resolution 9.  To consider what action might be required to meet the objectives of this Resolution.  One major aim of this meeting is to discuss how best the relevant Questionnaire could be completed and to decide on the future detailed work programme.


Abstract: 


WTDC-98 Resolution 9 concerns the participation of countries, in particular developing countries, in spectrum management, including the preparation of a report on current and foreseen uses of the spectrum.  At their meetings in September 1998, ITU-D Study Groups 1 and 2 proposed that a Joint Group should be established with ITU-R Study Group 1 to take action on the Resolution.


The attached document is a liaison statement from the recent meeting of ITU-R Study Group 1 to ITU-D Study Groups 1 and 2, endorsing the proposals and giving details of action to be taken by ITU-R Study Group 1, in particular the preparation of a Questionnaire to be sent to administrations to collect information for the Report required by Resolution 9.

Liaison statement from ITU-R Study Group 1 to ITU-D Study Groups 2 and 1�concerning action taken relating to WTDC98 Resolution 9


Introduction


A special meeting to discuss WTDC98 Resolution 9 was held during the period of the ITU-R Study Group 1 and Working Party meetings in Assen, 20 August 1999. This meeting noted the action taken by ITU-D Study Groups 2 and 1 in relation to Resolution 9.  In particular, it considered proposals (Doc. JGRES09/006) from a preparatory meeting on Resolution 9, held in March 1999, arranged by  ITU-D Study Groups 2 and 1 and attended by members from those Study Groups and members of ITU-R Study Group 1. 


Decisions taken by ITU-R Study Group 1:


to endorse the proposal from ITU-D Study Groups 2 and 1 to establish a joint group with ITU-R Study Group 1 to deal with WTDC resolution 9;


that the name of this group should be called “Joint Group on Resolution 9”;


that the Joint Group should be co-chaired by Mr Jeacock, from UK, nominated by the ITU�D Study Groups and Mr Garg from India, nominated by ITU-R Study Group 1;


the Joint Group should report to ITU-D Study Groups 2 and 1 and ITU-R Study Group 1;


reports and other output from the Joint Group should be approved by ITU-R Study Group 1 and ITU-D Study Group 2


meetings are recommended normally to be associated in time and and place with those of ITU-R SG1 and its Working Parties and Task Groups to benefit from spectrum management expertise .


the Joint Group should aim to achieve its work with one meeting each year, with the activities being progressed through correspondence. However, the possibility of an additional meeting was not excluded, if this was justified by the needs of the work programme;


Action taken by ITU-R Study Group 1


ITU-R Study Group has approved a “Spectrum Management Questionnaire” to be sent to all administrations. The Questionnaire contains two parts, the first part dealing with general spectrum management questions, the second part addressing information required to assist in the production of the report on current and future use of the spectrum as envisaged in Resolution 9.


The Study Group also sent liaison statements to ITU-R Study Groups 4, 7, 8, 9, 10 and 11 to explain the process and to invite them to send information on technology developments and trends. This will assist in collecting information on the foreseen uses of the spectrum by providing an early indication of the technology options that are available or may become available to meet telecommunication requirements.


The Study Group was also pleased to welcome representatives from Developing Countries to participate in the Joint Meetining on Resolution 9 and the meetings on the on-going work of the Study Group its Working Parties and Task Groups.


Action proposed to ITU-D Study Groups


One of the key elements in responding to Resolution 9 is the collection of information from administrations on the current uses of the spectrum. The Questionnaire developed  by Study Group 1 has been designed for ease of use, especially for those administrations with limited resources available for spectrum management. However, some further assistance may be required which could perhaps be obtained by means of the BDT Regional Offices.
