At its August 1999 meeting, Study Group 1 discussed its future activities. It was noted that national spectrum management is the joint activity of engineers, economists and lawyers. ITU-R SG 1 stepped beyond traditional discussions of engineering issues and, in Report ITU-R 2012-1, developed guidance on the crucial issue of economic aspects of spectrum management which has been of significant benefit to developing countries. 


In this context the question has arisen that administrations may need general guidelines and principles on a regulatory framework for national spectrum management particularly on:  


the general principles to apply in development of a national radiocommunication legislation (especially in the field of spectrum management);


the principles that apply with respect to spectrum rights�, and the associated responsibilities regarding preventing and eliminating interference;


the relationship between the international radio regulations and national regulation on the radio spectrum;


the relationship between International, Regional and National radio equipment specification parameters;


the transparency of National Spectrum Management;


ITU-R SG1 is interested in being informed on existing publications and activities on these aspects in both ITU-D SG1 and ITU-D SG2 and their opinions on possible fields of co-operation in these matters.
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� Spectrum right   The right, analogous to a property right, to use a specified frequency or range of frequencies in a particular location or throughout a nation or region for a particular time period within ITU Radio Regulations. Where such rights have been introduced, restrictions on the type of equipment to be used or service to be provided may be minimal apart from technical non-interference conditions in relation to adjacent spectrum rights. It may be possible to assemble spectrum rights to provide increased bandwidth or coverage area or both.
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
