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Liaison statement to ITU-R Study Group 1�dealing with action on WTDC-98 Resolution 9 and other liaison matters





ITU-D Study Groups 1 and 2, meeting in Geneva, 30 August - 10 September 1999, wish to express their appreciation to ITU-R Study Group 1 for its continuing assistance to the Development Study Groups on radiocommunication matters. The Study Groups have made the following comments and liaisons on specific issues:   


1.	WTDC-98 Resoloution 9


Reference ITU-D documents: 1/046-2/065, 1/096-2/118 + Add.1 (ITU-R 1/41).


The Study Groups are pleased to endorse the decisions and actions taken by ITU-R SG1 to establish a Joint Group on Resolution 9. Mr Garg is welcomed as the Co-Chairperson of the Joint Group. 


The draft Questionnaire prepared by ITU-R-Study Group 1 has been considered and agreed, with some amendments, including three additional questions. It has been forwarded to the Directors of both Sectors to be sent under the cover of a joint Circular Letter.


2.	Revision of ITU-R Report SM.2012 “Economic aspects of spectrum management”


Reference ITU-D documents: 1/092-2/115 (ITU-R 1/67, 1/37).


The action taken by ITU-R to revise this Report, especially the inclusion of additional examples of the different experiences of applying economic approaches to spectrum management, is highly appreciated. The information is of particular interest in relation to ITU-D Question 12/1. ITU-R is encouraged to continue its studies on this subject and to obtain and describe further examples or case studies from administrations.


3.	Guidance on the regulatory framework for national spectrum management


Reference ITU-D documents: 1/098-2/119 (ITU-R 1/55).


Studies on the subjects mentioned in this document would be of interest to all administrations, and the opportunity to consider possible fields of cooperation with ITU-R Study Group 1 in these matters is welcomed. ITU-D Study Group 1 has agreed that its Rapporteurs of the relevant Questions should be invited to identify aspects of their studies which could benefit from such cooperation. Mr Jeacock, as Co-Chairman of the Joint Group on Resolution 9, has been asked to collect and forward any responses to ITU-R Study Group 1. ITU-D Study Group 2 requested the Vice-Chairpersons to consult in their regions and provide proposals.


4.	Benefits of computer-assisted spectrum management


Reference ITU-D document: 2/098.


This document was considered by ITU-D Study Group 2 which agreed with the emphasis the document gives toward promoting greater awareness of developing countries of the benefits arising from introducing computer-assisted spectrum management. However, it was thought that the detailed aspects of the document dealing with computer-assisted radio station licensing and the consequential economic benefits should be forwarded to ITU-R Study Group 1 for consideration within its existing work programme on these matters. The meeting also recalled the joint work performed by ITU-D and ITU-R in the development of software, know as BASMS, and it was noted that there is a continuing need to urge developing countries to consider using computer-assisted techniques for improving radio frequency spectrum management.


5.	ITU-R Resolutions relevant to collaboration with the Development Sector


ITU-R Resolutions R 7 (Telecommunication development including liaison and collaboration with the ITU Development Sector) and R 11-2 (Development of Basic Automated Spectrum Management System) were identified as requiring updating in view of their importance to the Development Sector. It was agreed that Mr. Kisrawi and Mr. Jeacock (both Vice-Chairpersons of  ITU-R Study Group 1) should collaborate in proposing amendments to the Chairman of ITU-R Study Group 1 for him to forward to the Radiocommunication Advisory Group and the Radiocommunication Assembly 2000.


With respect to these Resolutions, the need has been recognised for further collaboration to increase the awareness of  the assistance already provided by the ITU to developing countries in spectrum management. For example, by arranging, in the BDT regions, information meetings on spectrum management.
