DELETION OF QUESTIONS - PROPOSAL OF A NEW CHAPTER IN APPENDIX 4 TO RESOLUTION 4, SECTION 3 WTDC-98

________

Action required: 

The meeting is invited to consider the possibility of deleting a Question by the World Telecommunication Development Conference or by the Study Groups between World Telecommunication Development Conferences.  The comments of the meeting will be conveyed to the Group on the structure and working methods of the ITU-D Study Groups, who will include the new chapter in a proposal to revise Resolutions 3 and 4 WTDC-98.
Abstract: 

This document contains a proposal for the deletion of Questions, under certain conditions, by World Telecommunication Development Conferences or between these conferences.

The Questions proposed during a World Telecommunication Development Conference reflect the concerns of the participants at the time of the Conference in a specific telecommunication environment.  It may happen that during the study period some Questions no longer receive the attention they had initially.  In such a case, the Study Group concerned should be able to consider abolishment of the Question.  The Appendix to Resolution 4, Section 3 WTDC-98 could be extended by introducing the following item

Deletion of Questions
Study Groups may decide in each individual case which of the following alternatives is the most appropriate one.

4.1
Deletion of a Question by WTDC

Upon the decision of the Study Group, the Chairperson shall include in his report to WTDC the request to delete a Question.  WTDC may approve this request.

4.2
Deletion of a Question between WTDCs

4.2.1
At a Study Group meeting, it may be agreed by reaching consensus among those present to delete a Question, e.g. either because work has been terminated or because no contributions have been received at that meeting and at the previous two Study Group meetings.  Notification about this agreement, including an explanatory summary about the reasons for the deletion, shall be provided by an Administrative Circular.  If a simple majority of the Member State and the Sector Members respondents
 has no objection to the deletion within two months, the deletion will come into force.  Otherwise the issue will be referred back to the Study Group.

4.2.2
Those Member States and Sector Members2 who indicate disapproval are requested to provide their reasons and to indicate the possible changes that would facilitate further study of the Questions.

4.2.3
Notification about the result will be given in an Administrative Circular, and TDAG will be informed by a report from the Director.  In addition, the Director shall publish a list of deleted Questions whenever appropriate, but at least once by the middle of a study period.

If this item is being approved, item 8 in Appendix to Resolution 4, Section 1 should be modified accordingly.  The report of the Chairperson of the Study Group should also contain a list of Questions proposed for deletion.
